 The Jefferson Parish Purchasing Department would like to make vendors aware of the following changes: 
 
 
Total Bid Price Must Include the Cost of Naming Jefferson Parish as Additional Insured:  
Bidder acknowledges that Bidder recovered the cost of any required insurance in the contract price as 
required by La.R.S. 9:2780.1 and that Bidder recovered any such cost for the purposes of insuring an 
obligation to indemnify Jefferson Parish, defend Jefferson Parish, or hold Jefferson Parish harmless and that 
Bidder’s indemnity liability is limited to the amount of the proceeds that are payable under the insurance 
policy or policies that Bidder has obtained.  
 
Electronic Procurement: Beginning November 1, 2020, Jefferson Parish will no longer accept manual bid 
submissions; and will only accept bid submissions electronically via our e-Procurement system, Central 
Bidding. Central Bidding can be accessed by visiting either www.centralbidding.com or 
www.jeffparishbids.net. All bidders will be required to register with Central Bidding. Jefferson Parish 
vendors are able to register for free by accessing the following link:

Probable Construction Cost: Per Jefferson Parish Administrative Policy, the probable construction cost is 
not revealed in the Jefferson Parish Bidding Documents. Jefferson Parish Administrative Policy has changed 
and a range of the probable construction cost will be stated in the Jefferson Parish bidding document, 
entitled Important Notice to All Bidders – Bid Requirements. Per Louisiana Public Bid Law, the probable 
construction cost will be read at the bid opening.

• Labor, materials, transportation, supervision and equipment necessary for a three (3)  year 
labor only contract for the troubleshooting and repairing of various variable frequency drives 
(VFD)  for various parish buildings, for the Department of General Services.  (This is a labor only

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SECTION 5.0 – BID SPECIFICATIONS: 
 

• Troubleshooting, replacement and repairing of equipment shall only be performed by a 
Variable Frequency Drive mechanic. 

• All work shall be provided on an “as-needed” basis.  There is no guarantee as to the amount of 
work given throughout this contract. 

• There shall be no minimum call-out time, work time, service time, etc. in terms of hours 
charged under the terms of this contract. 

• Time charged to contract shall be from the time personnel arrives on site until the time 
personnel departs the site. 

• The use of a Helper will only be allowed upon approval from a Jefferson Parish representative. 
• Hourly pricing for a Mechanic and if needed and approved a helper shall include the following: 

 
o Labor for troubleshooting 
o Labor for repair work 
o Labor for training 
o Labor for software programming 
o Incidental equipment needed to perform troubleshooting and repairs 
o Tools needed to perform troubleshooting and repairs 
o Software and computer equipment needed 
o Transportation/Travel time to and from work site and for picking up parts, tools, 

equipment, etc. 
o License(s) required to perform this type of work 

 
• Technician and helper arriving to the work site to perform services shall verify start time by 

meeting with an owner’s representative and sign in (If available) on an owner provided 
logbook. 
 

NOTE- Failure to sign in with a parish representative may be cause for non-payment of 
invoice for services. 
 

• Technician and helper departing from the work site shall verify departure time by meeting with 
an owner’s representative and sign out (If available) on an owner provided logbook. 
 

NOTE- Failure to sign out with a parish representative may be cause for non-payment of 
invoice for services. 
 

• In case of excessive down-time Jefferson Parish may provide an additional purchase order, not 
to exceed $5,000.00, to the successful bidder to obtain necessary part(s) to complete the 
repair work.  Jefferson Parish will not allow any mark-up of wholesale or dealers invoice cost. 
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SECTION 6.0 – RESPONSE TIME/WORK ORDERS: 
 
Bidder must provide a workforce and necessary equipment/tools to be able to respond to multiple 
facilities at the same time, if need be. 
 
Bidder must respond within four (4) hours after receiving a purchase order on non-emergency calls 
and within two (2) hours for emergency calls.  If the bidder fails to respond to the site/location 
Jefferson Parish shall reserve the right to cancel this contract. 
 
 
SECTION 7.0 – SAFETY PRECAUTIONS: 
 
Safety precautions must be exercised at all times to safeguard the welfare and safety of the people 
while any work is being performed. 
 
 
SECTION 8.0 – PERMITS: 
 
Bidder shall obtain any and all permits as required by the Jefferson Parish Department of Inspection 
and Code Enforcement and/or any municipality where work is being performed if applicable. 
 
Bidder shall be responsible for payment of these permits.  All permits must be obtained prior to the 
start of any project requiring permits. 
 
 
SECTION 9.0 – WARRANTY: 
 

• Minimum thirty (30) day warranty on all Labor. 
• Parts shall have full manufacturer warranty and a copy of the warranty shall be provided to the 

requesting department at completion of each job.

A.  AWARD OF CONTRACT:  JEFFERSON PARISH reserves the right to award contracts or place orders on a lump sum or individual
item basis, or such combination, as shall in its judgment be in the best interest of JEFFERSON PARISH.  Every contract or order shall
be awarded to the LOWEST RESPONSIVE and RESPONSIBLE BIDDER, taking into consideration the CONFORMITY WITH THE
SPECIFICATIONS and the DELIVERY AND/OR COMPLETION DATE.   SPLIT AWARDS MADE TO SEVERAL VENDORS WILL
ONLY BE GRANTED TO THOSE DEEMED RESPONSIVE AND RESPONSIBLE.

All bid prices shall remain valid for 45 days.  Jefferson Parish and the lowest responsive and responsible bidder(s) by mutual written
consent may mutually agree to extend the deadline for award by one (1) or more extensions of thirty (30) calendar days.
