Vendor shall provide all labor and materials to install three (3) OPW Integra 100 automatic tank gauge and leak detection systems on three (3) existing underground generator diesel fuel tanks.

Contractor Shall:

-Use camera to locate bung openings on three (3) diesel fuel tanks located at Elayn Hunt Correctional Center
-Break up concrete above each bung opening and dispose of debris 
-Remove dirt to uncover bung openings on tanks.
-Add a riser to the bung opening and bring up to grade for probe installation on each of the three (3) tanks.
-Install probes and floats in each exposed riser.

-Add a watertight manway cover over each probe riser on the three (3) diesel tanks to meet 2018 DEQ requirements.
-Run wires from each tank to each generator building for new consoles.
-Fill in dirt around the riser openings on each of the three (3) tanks.
-Re-pour concrete around risers to match original thickness and dimensions.

-Install OPW Integra consoles in the three (3) generator rooms.
- Contractor shall be responsible for damage to underground utilities, structures and piping provided that such were identified during the pre-bid conference.
